Since the beginning of the outbreak, 27595
contacts of confirmed cases have been
identified, 124 new contacts were identified
within the last 24 hours from 11 regions.

Cumulatively, 17 contacts have completed
their monitoring period, while a total of 2817
(31.8%) contacts of confirmed cases have
tested positive.

Today, 8857 (88.0%) out of 10069 active
contacts were monitored.

the confirmed cases.

> Up to 2123 (17.9%) of the total cases were
recorded during week 34 (Figure 2).

After a peak in epi-week 34, the country has
seen a gradual reduction in the average
number of confirmed cases from 303 to 85 in
epi-week 40.
